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P. M. MURUGESAN 

Recipients of the Award for Application of Science and Technology for Rural Development - 2025 

Born: May 5, 1962 

The Background: The simple, soft-spoken, self-motivated man - P. M. Murugesan who studied upto 8th standard 

is a farmer in Melakkal village of Madurai district, in Tamil Nadu. Melakkal and nearby villages are situated in 

Vaigai river basin where the farmers grow bananas in this region. Murugesan, in addition to being a farmer, is a 

passionate innovator and an entrepreneur. 

Murugesan’s exposure to the activities of Krishi Vigyan Kendra, Madurai helped develop his interest in recycling 

banana plant waste into an income generating venture. His inspiration Prof. S. Ganesan, head of the department, 

encouraged farmers to become entrepreneurs and initially suggested mushroom cultivation as one of the options 

to him, in 1997. Murugesan attempted mushroom cultivation by using banana waste materials. Due to the quick 

rotting of banana waste, the growth of mushrooms was not up to the mark. Hence, he gave up this venture. 

Murugesan shifted from mushroom cultivation to banana fiber production primarily because farmers in this region 

usually burned the banana waste materials and he could significantly use waste banana stems, as it was available 

in plenty, for his new venture. 

Genesis: During 1998, Murugesan started extracting fiber from banana pseudo stem after the harvest of banana 

fruits. Initially, he followed the manual method of separating fiber from banana stem which was usually followed 

by those laborers involved in garland making. Later, he produced banana rope through a manual method for making 

baskets and crafts. In 2010, he used a simple cycle wheel rotating technique with a handle which already existed 

for drawing coconut fiber from its husk and modified it to suit the banana fiber production. It took about 10 years 

for the initial success from banana fiber separation to banana fiber product making. During this time, he and his 

wife alone were trying and experimenting various fiber making processes. With minimal resources and limited 

manpower, Murugesan wanted to expand the product output through mechanization developing machines for fiber 

separation, twining or twisting into fine rope which could be further used for making crafts manually by skilled 

women laborers. 

Innovations: Murugesan developed a rope twiner wherein 6 rolls can be rolled at a time, and this is operated with 

1hp machine which has increased the productivity threefold while avoiding drudgery for the women labourers. The 

rope length counting and twining machine has been developed for faster counting of the rope length & automatic 

rope making, with a dual purpose for rope making and winding, to increase labour productivity. The various 

machines involved in the process of making banana fiber crafts are Fiber Separator, Rope Making Wheel & 

Machine, Rope Maker cum Twiner and Rope Length Cutting/Counting Machine. It is an example and combination 

of creativity & appropriate technology, which has reduced manual drudgery and increased productivity. 

Murugesan’s technological contributions include the following: 

• Improved banana fiber making machine: 

o 2010: Model I banana fiber making machine by using a cycle wheel with handle (manually operated) 

o 2012: Model II banana fiber making machine using power       

o 2012: Automatic rope length counting machine 

• 2016 & 2023: Model III & IV 2-in-1 machines for rope making & twining (power driven for single & double 

ply) respectively     
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Over the last two decades, based on his experiments and failures, Murugesan has been successful in developing 

the mechanized fiber separating process and stabilizing the production of banana fiber crafts. His venture recycles 

and converts waste materials into eco-friendly craft products like baskets, shopping bags, mats, dustbins, lamp 

covers, etc. which are easily decomposable (unlike plastic & non-decomposable products) and which has good 

market demand domestically, and mainly in international markets. 

In 2013, IIT Chennai invited him to exhibit his products at an international conference. Appreciating the range and 

quality of the products, Green Craft, a Bengaluru-based company, helped Murugesan export banana fiber products. 

In 2021, through his company Om Banana Craft Private Limited, he started exporting directly, in addition to 

retaining the export contract with Green Craft. 

Spirit of Enterprise: His wife Malarkodi is a big support to Murugesan’s passion and set up. To some extent, she 

has improved the design of the banana fiber making machine and craft materials. Murugesan’s daughter Pauthram 

who was supervising the daily operations and the work of the women employees before her marriage, is now 

carried out by his son Shiva. 

At present, Murugesan has employed 300 women in his unit, in Melakkal. There are additional 3500 women 

employed outside Tamil Nadu. With the help and support of the government and private organisations, Murugesan 

has provided skill training to these women spread across 9 States. They are poor, marginalized agriculture laborers 

living on daily wages. They are now working with him, which has enabled them to earn an additional income. 

They are also entitled for insurance coverage, Provident Fund facilities after getting a smart card/artisan card issued 

by Ministry of Handicrafts & Textiles.  

Impact:  

• Uplifted many poor women from the poverty line by generating employment on regular basis and helping them 

increase their income. 

• Helped banana farmers earn extra income while buying their waste banana stem for fiber making.  

• Banana waste material burned by farmers is stopped after the harvest of fruits. 

• Developed a sustainable activity from waste to produce value added, ecofriendly products having high demand 

in export markets.  

 

P. M. Murugesan through his rural enterprise, has been a role model for aspiring local, rural youth to follow the 

path of entrepreneurship and self-reliance.

The work is spread across 9 States covering Bihar, Assam, Andhra Pradesh, Maharashtra, Tamil Nadu, Kerala, 

Pondicherry, Karnataka and Odisha in 41 locations, employing around 3500 women. 

As it offers an ideal, yet modest solution for employment of women on a small scale; and agricultural waste 

disposal being a challenge, his contributions for recycling and reusing natural fiber, reflects a sustainable 

outcome.
